1. A region with ambitious objectives

The Bretagne government is strongly committed to lowering by 20% the 
energy intake by 2020 and to dividing by 25% CO2 emissions by 2050. 

Targeted installed production capacity:

• On-shore wind energy:	 1 000 MW by 2010

• Off-shore wind energy:	 500 MW by 2015 and 1 000 MW by 2020

• Wood energy: 		  100 MW by 2013

• Co-generation:		  50 to 100 MW by 2013

• Methanisation:		  25 installations in farms by 2009			
				    150 to 200 MW by 2020

• Marine energy: 	      	 1 to 3 prototypes by 2013 			 
				    and a test centre by 2015

• Thermal solar energy: 	 5 000 m²/year by 2013

A market of 700 000 houses likely to be renovated

An energy diagnostic must be done before renting or selling any house or apartment. This allows buyers or renters 
to better estimate the house’s energy consumption. It also encourages house owners to make the necessary works 
to have their goods more compliant with environmental recommendations. 700 000 houses have been built before 
1975 in Bretagne and may soon need to be renovated.

2. The French government also encourages the production of green energies 
and low-emission housing...

	 ... by fixing the purchase price of electricity bought back by EDF, the French national power 
producer and supplier.  

• Land wind power:		  8.2 c€/kWh during 10 years

• Offshore wind power: 	 13 c€/kWh during 10 years

• Hydraulic power: 	     	 6.07 c€/kWh + bonus between 0.5 to 4.18 c€/kWh depending on the capacity 			 
				    and the regularity during 20 years

• Biogaz: 		      	 7.5 c€/kWh + bonus between 0 to 5.5 c€/kWh depending on the capacity 				 
				    and the use of heat during 15 years.

• Solar: 			   30 c€/kWh + 25 c€/kWh if integrated in a roof during 20 years
